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Safe Riding and Walking Suggestions

e  All bicyclists and pedestrians should be aware that they are
riding and walking on public roads and are subject to all
vehicular traffic regulations.

e Bicyclists travel with traffic, on the right side of the road, or
on the right road shoulder where available.

e  Pedestrians should use sidewalks when they are available, or
walk along the left side of the road, facing traffic.

e  All children under age 14 must wear a helmet for bicycling;

a helmet is recommended for all bicyclists and in-line skaters,
regardless of age.

e  Wear bright-colored clothing and display reflectors and lights
after dark.
